July 24-25 -- 17th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
This Sunday we hear the great story of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes. This story was so important that 

every Gospel tells it and both Matthew and Mark tell two multiplication stories. Clearly Jesus wants us to learn some-
thing! One important lesson is that God provides what we need, not necessarily what we want, but what we need. An-
other is that scripture scholars suggest that the multiplication happened because people who were hoarding food began 
to share what they had when they saw that Jesus was breaking and sharing the little he had been given by a child. The 
miracle of God’s action was in changing hearts not just stretching limited resources. What generosity might God be ask-
ing of us?

Youth Ministers Wanted  St. Joseph is looking for a person or a married cou-

ple (preferable) to lead our youth.  If you have ever given any thought to getting involved in your 
parish in a very impactful way…this is your chance!  Prior to the pandemic St. Joseph was starting 
up a new youth group called I.M.P.A.C.T. (Influencing My Peers As a Catholic Teen).  There is a 
“Youth Ministry” page on our websit(www.stjosephrockdale.org) for you to check out.  The page 
is found under the “Ministries” drop-down menu.  We were just getting the group off the ground 
when Covid hit and put us on pause.  Plans are being made to restart this group this fall.  This group will consist of high 
school teens.  Currently, we are tentatively planning to have fellowship meetings twice per month on Wednesday night 
after classes for all high school teens.  We would also like to institute a monthly youth Mass (with a youth choir),                  
preceded or followed by a youth group session, meal, and meeting.  The group would attend diocesan events, regional, 
and national conferences when possible.  Of course, there will be some fund raising involved to support attendance at 
these events.  Two goals of the group would be to get involved with community service projects and learn as much 
about what it means to be Catholic as possible.   Youth ministry is one important way that we keep our young adults 
involved and growing in the Faith, and perhaps to become future leaders of the Church (maybe even as priests,                   
deacons, or nuns).   There are former youth ministers in the parish with many years of experience that will be utilized as 
“consultants” to the new leaders.  They bring a wealth of knowledge and resources.  So, please consider and pray about 
taking a leap of faith and making a commitment to our youth and our parish. Our parish needs this; our young adults 
need this; you might even need this!

Por                    
supuesto, habrá algo de recaudación de fondos para apoyar la asistencia a estos eventos.   Dos objetivos del grupo               
serían involucrarse con proyectos de servicio comunitario y aprender tanto sobre lo que significa ser católico como sea                   
posible.
