The Lord Jesus, on the night before he suffered on the cross, shared one last meal with his disci-
ples. During this meal our Savior instituted the sacrament of his Body and Blood. He did this in or-
der to perpetuate the sacrifice of the Cross throughout the ages and to entrust to the Church a me-
morial of his death and resurrection.
