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ST. JOSEPH’S 2022 MISSION COOPERATIVE APPEAL
THIS WEEKEND: SEPT. 3RD & 4TH, 2022

The Propagation of the Faith office of our archdiocese has invited the Diocese of Kumbakonam, India to participate in the Mission
Cooperative Appeal in our parish this year. Here is an overview of the missionary assets, activities, challenges and the needs of
the Diocese of Kumbakonam._Rev. Eugene Savarimuthu _will speak about this, this weekend of Sept. 3-4.

This Diocese, started in 1899 in the state of Tamil Nadu, India, has an area of 7824 sg.km and a Catholic population of
2,13,000(6% of the population), living in 94 parishes and 610missions, served by 224 diocesan and 79 religious priests,620
nuns,12 trained catechists and 330 untrained lay catechists and two social service centres.

These are the most pressing missionary needs: -

1. Establishing 8 more new parishes, each with a new church and rectory. The large missions need to be made independent
parishes with the resident priest for better pastoral ministry. But the people are unable to give financial support.

2. Providing the 136 Catholic schools and 22 orphanages in the missions with better facilities, building, infrastructure, educa-
tional and technical tools, children’s Bibles, a projector, catechetical materials in the form of videos, pictures, text-
books and workbooks to improve the quality of religious and faith formation of Catholic and non-Catholic students in mission
-schools. Schools are our main means of ushering in progress at all levels. Education is a main means of evangelization and
boosting the prospects of the youth.

3. Enabling 480 nuns and 4955 Catholic Teachers in charge of catechetical, educational, medical, and social ministries through-
out this rural diocese, to educate the children and adults in the Catholic faith and to help the people, particularly the poor
and the marginalized for their integral development, through annual seminars on Scripture and Catechetics.

4. Projecting the healing touch and loving care of the Divine Healer through our diocesan hospitals for lepers, home and school
for hearing impaired children, children of HIV patients and the many rural medical clinics, staffed by nuns.

5. Education of more young men in the seminary since the diocese abounds in vocation to priesthood and religious life so that
some could be sent as missionaries to missions abroad where there is a shortage of priests.

6. Note: Every year an average of 120 young men and women go from this diocese to other missions and religious orders in
India and abroad as missionaries.

7. Educating 4800 very poor or orphan children, from families of single mothers and widows, and of addictive and abusive fa-
thers by providing them with free board lodge, to eradicate child labor. Such children are forced to tend cattle, work in haz-
ardous conditions in factories, hotels, or farms to eke out a living for the family.

All the above mission projects are 80%dependent on MCP funds, Due to acute poverty of 65% of the Catholics the diocese de-
pends mostly on funds from annual mission appeal for the pastoral, educational. medical, and socio-economic emancipa-
tion of the marginalized and poor converts.

Your Christ-like intervention and sacrifice of: -

1) $20 will feed a poor child or an orphan for a month. ($200 annually).

2) $500 will educate a physically challenged child (annually).

3) $600 will pay the bill for healthcare & family maintenance of a leprosy patient for a year.

4) $50 will enable a single mother or widow feed her family of 3 for a month.

5) $900 will provide a grocery store, and employment to feed a family of 10 with elderly parents and grandparents
6) $100 for monthly pay for a catechist, 7) $250 will provide 4 goats to maintain a family of four.

8) $700 will fix the roof of a poor man’s hut. 9) $800 will provide a cow to feed an entire family of 5 or more

10) $1000 for treatment and rehabilitation of a leper.11) $2000 to sponsor a seminarian for a year.

12) $6000 for a home a family. 13) $25000 will build a mission chapel.

La oficina de Propagacién de la Fe de nuestra arquidiécesis ha invitado a la Diécesis de Kumbakonam, India, a participar en el
Llamamiento Cooperativo de la Mision en nuestra parroquia este afio. Aqui hay una descripcién general de los bienes misioneros, activi-
dades, desafios y las necesidades de la Didcesis de Kumbakonam._Rev. Eugene Savarimuthu hablara sobre esto este fin de semana del

3 al 4 de septiembre.

Esta didcesis, iniciada en 1899 en el estado de Tamil Nadu, India, tiene un area de 7824 sg.km y una poblacién catdlica de 2,13,000
(6% de la poblacidn), que viven en 94 parroquias y 610misiones, atendidas por 224 sacerdotes diocesanos y 79 religiosos, 620 monjas, 12
catequistas capacitados y 330 catequistas laicos no capacitados y dos centros de servicio social.

Estas son las necesidades misioneras mas apremiantes: -

1. Establecer 8 parroquias nuevas mas, cada una con una nueva iglesia y rectoria. Las grandes misiones deben hacerse parroquias inde-
pendientes con el sacerdote residente para un mejor ministerio pastoral. Pero la gente es incapaz de dar apoyo financiero.

2. Proporcionar a las 136 escuelas catdlicas y 22 orfanatos de las misiones mejores instalaciones, edificios, infraestructura, herramientas
educativas y técnicas, Biblias para nifios, un proyector, materiales catequéticos en forma de videos, imagenes, libros de texto y li-
bros de trabajo para mejorar la calidad de la formacién religiosa y de fe de los estudiantes catdlicos y no catdlicos en las escuelas
misioneras. Las escuelas son nuestro principal medio para marcar el comienzo del progreso en todos los niveles. La educacién es un
medio principal de evangelizacién e impulso de las perspectivas de los jovenes.

3. Capacitar a 480 monjas y 4955 maestros catdlicos a cargo de los ministerios catequéticos, educativos, médicos y sociales en toda esta
didcesis rural, para educar a los nifios y adultos en la fe catdlica y ayudar a las personas, particularmente a los pobres y marginados
para su desarrollo integral, a través de seminarios anuales sobre Escritura y Catequesis.

4. Proyectar el toque curativo y el cuidado amoroso del Divino Sanador a través de nuestros hospitales diocesanos para leprosos, el ho-
gar y la escuela para nifos con discapacidad auditiva, hijos de pacientes con VIH y las muchas clinicas médicas rurales, atendidas por
monjas.

5. Educacion de mas jovenes en el seminario, ya que la didcesis abunda en vocacidn al sacerdocio y a la vida religiosa, de modo que algu-
nos puedan ser enviados como misioneros a misiones en el extranjero donde hay escasez de sacerdotes.

6._Nota: Cada aiio, un promedio de 120 hombres y mujeres jovenes van de esta didcesis a otras misiones y drdenes religiosas en la

India y en el extranjero como misioneros.

7. Educar a 4800 nifios muy pobres o huérfanos, de familias de madres solteras y viudas, y de padres adictivos y abusivos, proporcionan-
doles alojamiento gratuito, para erradicar el trabajo infantil. Estos nifios se ven obligados a cuidar el ganado, trabajar en condiciones
peligrosas en fabricas, hoteles o granjas para ganarse la vida para la familia.

Todos los proyectos misioneros anteriores dependen en un 80% de los fondos de MCP, Debido a la pobreza aguda del 65% de los ca-

tolicos, la didcesis depende principalmente de los fondos de la campaiia anual de la misién para la emancipacidn pastoral, educa-

tiva, médica y socioecondmica de los marginados y pobres conversos.

Su intervencidn y sacrificio semejantes a Cristo de: -

1) $20 alimentara a un niiio pobre o huérfano durante un mes. ($200 anuales).2) $500 educara a un nifio con discapacidades fisi-
cas (anualmente).

3) $ 600 pagara la factura de la atencién médica y el mantenimiento familiar de un paciente con lepra durante un aiio.

4) $ 50 permitira a una madre soltera o viuda alimentar a su familia de 3 durante un mes.

5) $900 proporcionara una tienda de comestibles y empleo para alimentar a una familia de 10 con padres y abuelos ancianos
6) $ 100 por el pago mensual de un catequista, 7) $ 250 proporcionara 4 cabras para mantener una familia de cuatro.

8) $ 700 arreglaran el techo de la cabafia de un hombre pobre. 9) $800 proporcionara una vaca para alimentar a toda una familia
de 50 mas

10) $1000 para el tratamiento y rehabilitacion de un leproso.11) $2000 para patrocinar a un seminarista durante un afio.

12) $6000 para una casa una familia. 13) $25000 construiran una capilla misionera.

Catholic Social Teaching Corner

Sept. 3-4, 23rd Sunday in Ordinary Time

How much are we willing to give up to be a follower of Jesus? In the Gospel, Jesus asks us to let
go of everything important and dear to us: family, friends, possessions, position and even our very
selves. Have we calculated the cost of discipleship? Philemon in the second reading had to give
up social status in order to receive his runaway slave as a brother as Paul asked. Do we accept
as brothers and sisters those whom society rejects because of Christ? How do we live that out?

Blessed Joan Roig Diggle (1936)

Joan was born in Barcelona on May
12, 1917. His father was Ramén
Roig Fuente and his mother, Maud
Diggle Puckering, was from England.
His family experienced economic
difficulties, so Joan worked to help
cover expenses while he was
pursuing his studies. When his family
moved to Masnou he joined the Federation of Young
Christians of Catalonia and wrote about social issues in the
FJCC newsletter and was appointed to lead the catechesis
of children between 10 and 14 years old. Soon, his piety
and ardant love for the Eucharist soon became evident.
