Patron Saint of: Eucharistic Congresses

Born on Pentecost Sunday in 1540 to
a poor Spanish shepherd family,

St. Paschal Baylon was said to have
taught himself to read while tending
sheep. Between the ages of 7 and 24
he worked as a shepherd and began a
life of mortification, or self-denial.
When he was 24 years old, he joined the Franciscans,
giving himself wholeheartedly to a life of penance.

Though he was urged to study for the priesthood, he
chose to be a brother. At various times he served as
porter, cook, gardener, and official beggar.
